The Deferred Retirement Option Program (DROP), implemented on July 1, 1998, is a program that allows you to retire
without terminating your employment for up to five (5) years while your retirement benefits accumulate and earn interest
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compounded monthly.

Members registered in the Special Rick Class (Deputy Sheriff, Detention Deputies), 55 years old with six (6) years of
service may patrticipate in the FRS Deferred Retirement Option Program (DROP).

Members registered in the Regular Risk Class (Support Staff), 62 years old with six (6) years of service may participate in
the Deferred Retirement Option Program (DROP).
