HIPAA TRAINING For Criminal Justice and Treatment Providers
 
Information sharing is essential to cross-system collaboration. At the same time, 
confidentiality and privacy are important ethical and legal values. Reconciling the 
two can sometimes be difficult, in part because of concerns over various legal rules 
that define confidentiality. This workshop will discuss applicable legal rules, 
including HIPAA, the federal substance abuse regulations, and Florida law, focusing 
on how those legal principles apply to sharing information between the criminal 
justice and treatment systems. The workshop will also discuss strategies to assure 
that information sharing is done in a manner that is legally sound. 
 
The workshop will be conducted by John Petrila. Mr. Petrila is Director of the Florida 
Criminal Justice, Mental Health, and Substance Abuse Technical Assistance 
Center. He has his law degree and an advanced degree in mental health law from 
the University of Virginia. He was the first director of forensic services in the 
Missouri Department of Mental Health, and General Counsel to the New York Office 
of Mental Health before joining Florida Mental Health Institute in 1992. He authored 
the chapter on confidentiality in the United States Surgeon General’s Report on 
Mental Health.
