Sheriff's SWAT trains for Hazardous Materials

Four	members	of	the	Monroe	County	Sheriff's	Offi	ce	Special	Weapons	and	Tactics	Team	attend-
ed	a	special	course	in	handling	hazardous	materials	last	week	in	Broward	County	alongside	members	
of	the	Broward	and	Palm	Beach	County	SWAT	teams.

The	course	is	called	Hazardous	Materials	Incident	Response	for	Law	Enforcement	Tactical	Of-
fi	cers,	or	HazSWAT.	It	is	a	course	in	Hazardous	Waste	Operations	and	Emergency	Response	specifi	-
cally	designed	for	the	tactical	law	enforcement	offi	cer.	The	course	is	compliant	with	Osha's	standards	
29	CFR	1910.120	and	1926.65,	which	cover	emergency	response	operations	for	releases	of,	or	

substantial	threats	of	releases	of,	hazardous	substances	
(HAZWOPER).

Among	other	things,	the	course	teaches	tactical	of-
fi	cers	Evidence	Preservation	and	Sampling;	Air	Monitor-
ing	and	Sampling;	Victim	Rescue	and	Recovery;	and	Illicit	
Laboratory	Incidents.

 Each year, I serve as the 
local chairman for the Fairvilla 
Bed Races that take place the 
last Saturday in April at the end 
of Duval Street.  All the money 
raised at the event goes to AIDS 
Help, Inc to help those living 
with HIV/AIDS in Monroe Coun-
ty.  It helps covers costs associ-
ated with housing, food, trans-
portation, and medical care.  
Working with Fairvilla's Orlando 
home office and the local store, 
I help to recruit businesses to 
participate in the bed races as 
well as organizing the event and 
handling race day activities.  It's 
always a lot of fun and a great 
way to get out and support the 
community.   

Each business pays a 
$100 registration and builds 
a "bed" on wheels.  Generally 
the beds and teams follow a 
specific theme that the teams 

themselves come up with.  The 
beds are brought down to Hogs 
Breath Saloon on race day, 
where people can check them 
out, vote for their favorite bed/
team, and then the beds race 
down Duval St between South-
ard and Front St in heats of two.  
The teams have a chance to 
earn trophies that include Best 
Time, People's Choice, Worst 
Time, etc.  There's an award for 
just about everything.   

Last year we were able to 
raise nearly $8000, and the 
year before that nearly $7000.  
We are always looking for new 
groups to submit entries and 
join in the fun.
