Navy and Marine Corps
F/A-18 Hornet fighter jets and
E-2C Hawkeye early warning
command and control aircraft
will be conducting the training.
This training provides Naval
aviators with realistic carrier
landing practice prior to actual
landing practice on at-sea
aircraft carriers.
