Green Bulletin - Tire 
infl	ation	levels	make	
big difference

With special thanks to Com-
munications Offi cer Timothy 
Hunsberger, who brought this 
information to my attention I 
want to share it with all of our 
employees.

The U.S. Energy Depart-
ment estimates that every 
pound per square inch of tire 
under-infl ation wastes four mil-
lion gallons of gas per day in 
the U.S.  Tires that are under-
infl ated by fi ve to seven pounds 
per square inch can increase 
fuel consumption by as much as 
10 percent, or two to three miles 
per gallon, while reducing tread 
life as much as 15 percent.

In addition to good fuel 
economy, proper tire infl ation is 
critical for safety, maximum tire 
life and proper vehicle han-
dling. Under-infl ation increases 
the rolling resistance of tires, 
increasing fuel consumption 
and subjecting tires to excess 
stress and heat -- prime con-
tributors to tire failure, including 

blowouts at high speed. Under-
infl ated tires also wear out more 
quickly. Proper infl ation allows 
tire treads to grip better in all 
conditions.  Properly infl ated 
tires function with a vehicle's 
suspension to provide maximum 
handling, steering and braking 
ability.

Tires should be infl ated 
to the vehicle manufacturer's 
recommendations printed on 
the driver's side door frame or 
in the owner's 
manual, not the 
maximum limit 
stamped on a 
tire sidewall.  
Tires should be 
checked with 
a gauge when 
they are cold 
and have not 
been driven for 
at least three 
hours.

Another 
way to look at 
it is with prop-
erly maintained 
tires, the av-
erage driver 
could save as 
much as two 
weeks' worth of 

gas every year.
As part of the greening of 

our agency, in accord with the 
above information, I am recom-
mending that employees who 
have an issued vehicle check 
their tire pressure at least 
monthly.  Your safety is my fi rst 
priority.  Saving the taxpayers’ 
money is a close second.  For 
those of you without issued ve-
hicles this is also good informa-
tion in these lean times.

Heaven forbid we forget to mention 
the Swine Flu issues bombarding us 
from all sides in the news media this 
week. Our Swine Flu tip of the day: 
Don’t Do This! Oh....and wash your 
hands a lot also.

Instead, advise them to put 
the pin number in to stop them

Intel Flag “Law 
Enforcement” in 
SmartCop

There has been some mis-
use - probably  unintentional - of 
the Law Enforcement flag in the 
SmartCop MasterName module.

State law says we cannot 
release the home address of 
current or former law enforce-
ment officers, their spouses and 
their children. This flag is meant 
to serve the function of blocking 
this information from release. A 
few other groups are also pro-
tected, including:

Corrections Officers•	
Firefighters•	
State Attorneys, statewide •	
prosecutors and United 
States Attorneys and assis-
tants of the above
Judges of any type, local, •	
state and federal
Just about anyone who •	
works for the Department of 
Juvenile Justice including 

juvenile Probation Officers, 
Supervisors, group treat-
ment leaders, rehabilitation 
therapists and social ser-
vice counselors
Department of Revenue •	
investigators
General and Special Magis-•	
trates
Child Support Enforcement •	
Hearing Officers
Human Resource Directors•	
Code Enforcement Officers•	
Guardian Ad Litem•	

This includes current and 
former members of the above 
classes, their spouses and their 
children.

A person is not protected 
just because he or she works or 
worked for the Sheriff’s Office. 
They have to be covered in one 
of the above categories.
