Ham Radio Technician
We are planning to conduct another HAM 

Radio Technician License class. The dates have 
not been established yet.  First we need to know 
how many people are interested. 

Location will be Islamorada.
 Format will probably be: 2 evening classes 

(3 hours), and one on the weekend morning (6 
hours) for review and testing.

 The class offered at this time is for the Tech-
nician Class Amateur License only. The exams  
being offered on the final day are Technician 
Class, General Class and Extra Class.  So if 
you're feeling really smart, you can sit for which-
ever test you think you are eligible for and can 
pass.  Or, if you pass the Tech exam, you can 
then take the General exam.  And if you pass the 
General exam you can then take the Extra exam 
immediately after. 

 The class is free, but there is a  $14.00 fee 
for each exam.  It is advisable to obtain a 
copy of the License manual from the ARRL 
prior to taking the class, which is a Power 
Point presentation based on the manual.  

Not sure which License Class you 
should be? Here’s a little more information:

Note: The Morse Code requirement for 
Ham Licenses in no longer in effect. 

Technician Class - This is the entry 
level license. It gives privileges on all VHF/
UHF amateur bands (frequencies above 
30 MHz). Limited operations on certain HF 
bands, and is the most popular.  It requires 
passing (70%) a multiple choice written 
exam of 35 questions from the Tech Li-
cense Question Pool.

General Class - This is the mid-level 
license open to those passing the Techni-
cian Class exam.  It enables privileges on 
all VHF/UHF amateur bands and most HF 
privileges (10 through 160 meters) which 
allows for cross-country and worldwide 
HF (shortwave) communications.  It has 
its own multiple choice written exam of 35 
questions from the General License Ques-
tion Pool. 

Extra Class - This is the highest level 
license open to those who have passed the 
General Class exam. It grants privileges on 

all amateur frequencies. It has its own multiple 
choice written exam of 50 questions from the 
Extra License Question Pool. 

There are 2 web sites that have HAM license 
info and support - ARRL and QRZ.
