Question: Is it true MCSO
is getting a helicopter (non-res-
cue) through grant money?

Answer: The possibility of
acquiring a second, smaller heli-
copter has been discussed. The
agency would like one if it can
be purchased and maintained
using non-tax funds, such as a
grant or stimulus funds.

The helicopter would be a
small one to be used for law
enforcement purposes, such as
search and rescue, and would
be operated using our current
level of personnel. The idea is
currently being explored, but
nothing has yet been confirmed.

Answered by Chief Ken
Dugger: Certain grants allow
only for certain equipment to be
purchased for a specific use.
For example, monies from an
Urban Area Security Initiative
(UASI) grant, awarded in 2007
to the Monroe County Sheriff’'s
Office, has now become avail-
able in 2009. These funds must
be used to purchase equipment
related to homeland security.

agencies to purchase “big
ticket” items, but not necessarily
smaller items used day to day.
Additionally, the grant requires
any equipment purchased by
UASI funds to be available to
ANY agency within Region 7,
from Key West to Jupiter, Flori-
da.

Grant monies have been
appropriated to fund what the
State of Florida calls a “Perim-
eter Security Response” Group
(Field Force) and to purchase
less lethal weapons known as
FN 303s. The remaining 2007
grant monies have been allocat-
ed to fund electronic message
boards to aid in warning notices
or resident evacuation, a “burn
unit” to destroy explosive or
other materials recovered by the
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bomb unit or other hazardous
waste such as expired chemical
munitions, and to electronically
equip our mobile command
post. The grant does not allow
the Monroe County Sheriff’'s
Office to use the money to pur-
chase Tasers.

The Sheriff would like to be
able to equip all law enforce-
ment deputies with a Taser. We
continue to search for funding
sources that will allow us to
purchase specialized equip-
ment such as Tasers. If anyone
knows of a potential funding
source we can use to obtain
Tasers for deputies, please let
us know. Thanks for the ques-
tion.
